A hospital established by the Japanese to 
provide therapeutic hot springs for injured 
soldiers, Garden of Spirits features serene 
corridors and windows that radiate warmth and 
tranquility, especially under the warm afternoon 
glow.

Caoshan is not a mountain, but was originally a 
guesthouse of the Taiwan Sugar Company 
during the Japanese colonial period. It was also 
chosen by Chiang Kai-shek as his residence, 
holding a significant place in Taiwan's 
historical memory.
